Project for STAT 701
You will analyze a data set of your choosing, using a method we have discussed in this class, such as: 

Simple Linear Regression, Multiple Linear Regression, Single-Factor ANOVA, Two-Factor ANOVA, Analysis of Covariance, or Randomized Block Design.

The data set could be one that is related to your major field of study (or simply one that is of personal interest to you) and that fits one of the analyses studied in STAT 701.  It should be a real data set which you have not analyzed before and which has not been analyzed in a textbook (using the methods of STAT 701, anyway).

You should write a concise report summarizing your analysis.  The report should be no longer than four (typed) pages, not counting any SAS output, graphs, etc., which you may wish to include as support or illustration for your analysis.

The style of the report is up to you, but the best reports will address many of the questions and details studied in class when we discussed the relevant type of analysis.

Some things to include might be: 

· A statement of the fitted model, with any relevant interpretations

· Summary results for any relevant hypothesis tests or confidence intervals

· A summary of model assumptions and any violations you may have seen

· Any remedial action you took to fix such violations

· Your overall conclusions about the data, based on your analysis

The report will be due on or before Wednesday, May 2, 2007, and will count as 15% of your overall course grade.
